The curious incident of the dog in the night time follows the 
story of Christopher Boone, A 15 year old who is 

exceptional at Maths but finds people confusing. The play 
opens with Christopher discovering a dead dog in his 
neighbour Mrs Shears garden. Christopher decides to 

investigate the death of the dog. In doing so he discovers 
that his mother is not dead as his father had told him but 
alive and well and living in London. So he overcomes his 

fears and tries to go and visit her
